City Administrator Smith asked if it is possible to bill the contractors that were working foe Comcast and damaged water lines in the City. Mr. Williams said yes, he would divide out the water loss caused by the damaged lines and send over an invoice.

City Administrator stated that the city received a very large invoice for the water pump repair. She asked if this is all inclusive, are all invoices included? Mr. Williams stated that yes, all invoices are included.

Mr. Williams shared with Council an estimate for a manhole survey, to see if they need cleaning or resealing and asked for City approval for that to be done. City Administrator Smith asked if an answer was needed that night. Mr. Williams said no, they have time to go over the proposal. Mr. Williams also stated that the water pump in Woodbranch had burned up, they had installed a temporary pump. Mr. Williams brought an estimate to replace that water pump with a new pump and asked for Council approval. Mayor Tyson stated that is an emergency and yes, it is approved.

Council reconvened back into open session at 6:46 P.M. The motion to hire Reserve Officer Rehan Ahmed contingent upon a 90-day probation period was made by Councilman Johnson. The motion was seconded by Councilman Shipley, motion carried.

#22. Mayor’s comments on infrastructure, city budget and grant opportunities
Mayor Tyson stated that he, Councilwoman Mulhern and City Administrator Smith attended the State of the Precinct put on by Matt Gray’s office. Matt Gray’s office has been awarded several grants, the largest grant concerning us included $36 million dollars to de-snag peach creek which will include removing the collapsed bridge.

Mayor Tyson also stated that he, Councilwoman Mulhern and City Administrator Smith attended CPF Orientation which helps with grant writing. City Administrator stated that since the clearing of the bridge will fall under the grant from Matt Gray’s office, the City will focus on grants for a water well, a sewer treatment plant and road and ditch work. Primarily focusing on the water well and sewer treatment plant.

City Administrator Smith will be attending Coffee with Crenshaw on Friday 3/21, Chief Singleton will be attending the Law Enforcement Round Table on Friday 3/21.
